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THE GALL OF BITTERNESS
“Rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as
iniquity and idolatry . . . Repent of thy wickedness, and pray
God, if perhaps the thought of thine heart may be forgiven thee.
I perceive that thou art in the gall of bitterness, and in the bond
of iniquity”  (1 Samuel 15:23 • Acts 8:22, 23).

end up just like the violent Pharisees, so
blind they finally crucified the Son of God.
If you continue in the gall of bitterness, you
will end up with other bitter souls, prating
and throwing stones at God’s holy servants,
playing the part of a poor, misunderstood
martyr.  You will end up at gall-gatherings
where  others share your rebellion.  You will
end up a mouthpiece for the devil.  Don’t
misunderstand - the work of God will go
on, with other husbandmen willing to obey.
But God may say to you what Peter said to
Simon:  “Thou has neither part nor lot in
this matter: for thy heart is not right in the
sight of God” (Acts 8:21).

Has someone in the house of God
wounded you or challenged your position?
Do you have a root of bitterness?  What did
Paul tell the Ephesians?  “Let all bitterness,
and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil
speaking be put away from you with all mal-
ice”  (4:31).  Stop it now!

Iniquity of stubbornness -- witchcraft of
rebellion ends in a lack of reverence for
Jesus.  The Holy Ghost comes to us show-
ing us the meaning of all that Jesus said.
He convicts us of our sin.  So why, then, do
so many in the church still go about under
this spell of witchcraft, still holding onto
the spirit of rebellion.  Reverence for Jesus
is not a feeling, it is not words.  It means
obeying His Word, laying aside any hurt and
putting yourself completely in His hands.

I
n the eighth chapter

of  Acts,  Peter  intro-
duced the phrase, “the

gall of bitterness,” when
he rebuked Simon, a new convert who had
offered money in exchange for the power of
the Holy Ghost to lay hands on the people
for baptism and miracles.  Verse 13 says
Simon believed, was baptized and “contin-
ued with Philip, and wondered, beholding
the miracles and signs which were done.”
However, something deadly lay underneath.
All the time Simon was saying to himself,
“I can do that, too!  I’m gifted.  I feel for
people.  Give me a chance.”  Simon had a
deadly mixture in his heart.  He had a desire
to be used by God mixed with a desire for
preeminence or control.  He truly wanted
God to use him, but he also needed to be in
control.  He wanted power and place with-
out paying the right price.  He wanted it his
way.

Let’s look at how dangerous rebellion is
and why God calls it witchcraft.  The hus-
bandmen of the parable in Matthew 21 were
God’s children.  They engaged in religious
work.  But once they rebelled against the
Word of God, bitterness took root in their
hearts, and they lost their spiritual vision in
proportion to the growth of their bitterness.
The more your bitterness grows, the more
your blindness grows.  Let bitterness spread
its poison all  through your soul and you will

Mor e Scenes from the
General Assembly

As Local Mission Representatives (LMRs) for our church, we attended the
72nd Church of God International General Assembly, August 4 – 9, in San
Antonio, Texas.  San Antonio is one of America’s favorite cities, known for its
beautiful River Walk and the historic Alamo.  This was probably the best
Assembly we ever attended.

The theme of the Assembly was “Walking in the Spirit.”  Primary facilities
used were the Alamo Dome and the large Henry B. Gonzalez Convention
Center located several blocks apart in the downtown area in the midst of many
hotels, the River Walk, restaurants, and the Alamo.

On Sunday evening before the Assembly, we joined approximately 900
mission representatives and officials at a banquet and program held at the
Grand Hyatt Hotel.  Dr. Roland Vaughn, head of World Missions, was the main
speaker.

The Alamo Dome was the site of evening services and the International
General Council Meetings which were held during the morning and afternoon
hours.  The Convention Center contained the auditorium for the Teen Talent
competitions, and it housed many exhibits of interest to the thousands of
delegates.

Among the exhibits was an area for the Church of God World Missions
exhibits for which we were responsible several hours on two days.  The Mission
exhibit included a place where delegates could meet various missionaries and
view a video of Missions’ history and current activities. There were also items
for sale that related to current and past missionaries.

The missionaries we met while we were on duty were Margaret Gaines,
veteran missionary to the Arabs, and an old friend, Jeanette Chesser, who
travels primarily in Africa, teaching various short courses and ministering to the
people in the areas.  As an extra surprise, we saw Dr. and Mrs. Curtis Grey
(founding President of the Church of God Bible School in Winneba, Ghana) and
had a nice visit with them. The last time we saw them was in Ghana at the
school’s dedication in 2006. They are now making their retirement home in
Jamaica.  The Phebe Grey Orphanage, run by the Church of God in Liberia, is
named after Dr. Grey’s mother.

During the Thursday evening Missions Service, we marched in the Parade of
Nations in which approximately 200 national flags were carried by
missionaries, LMRs, and delegates from nations around the world.  It was a
colorful and inspiring event as the delegates with the flags circled the perimeter
of the main floor.

Friday morning Joyce attended a LMR “Vision Casting Session” which was
very informative and educational.  The Assembly closed with a Saturday
morning Commissioning Service.

 A Message for the Church
“And He saith unto them, ‘Follow Me and I will make you fishers of men’”

(Matthew 4:19).  These are the words of Jesus when He called Peter and
Andrew to become His disciples, and these are the words He spoke to you and
to me through His Holy Spirit when He called us.

These men were no doubt devoted to their livelihood as fishermen, but Jesus
had different plans for them.
